The Leningrad Shipyard
Pella in St Petersburg has
awarded the Macduff Company
a contract to provide a complete
design and engineering drawing
package for a new 47.5m fully
automated long liner with a
moon pool.

The wvessel is building to
the order of Persey-Pella - a
fishing company within the
Pella Group and will feature
many “firsts” - including being
the first in class to be built in
Russia and the first in class for
a Russian fishing company and
the largest fishing vessel of this
type to be built by Pella.

Designed to meet the latest
technology in both the catching
and processing of whitefish
the hull design has been
optimised in  conjunction
with the tank testing facility,
CTO in Poland, to reduce fuel
consumption and pitching and
increase speed.

A Mustad or Marco autoline
system will haul the fishing
lines up through a central moon
pool and automatically stow the
50,000 hooks in racks ready
for auto baiting and shooting.
Species targeted will include

cod, haddock, Greenland
halibut and catfish. The vessel’s
fishing areas will cover the
Barents Sea, North Atlantic and
Norwegian Sea. Designed to
the requirements of the Russian
Maritime Register of Shipping
the vessel will have an Ice Class
2 for unrestrictive fishing.

The long liner will feature
a comprehensive processing
deck where the catch is gutted,

de-headed, washed, filleted,
frozen and labelled/packaged
before being stored in a large
500m3 frozen hold. Offal and
other waste products are also
re-processed and stored on
board, maximising the wvalue
of the catch and minimising
waste.

With an overall length of
47.5m, beam of 12m and fuel
capacity of 200 tonnes the
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vessel will be capable of trips of
up to 45 days with her 20 crew.
Accommodation is on a couple
of decks and is spacious and
modern reflecting the class of
vessel.

The main engine will deliver
1200 kW and will drive a
CP, open propeller to give a
maximum speed of 13.5 knots.
Electrical generation will be
provided by a shaft alternator,

two main diesel driven
alternators and an emergency
generator.

The long liner order, coupled
with a recent order for a 23m
tug from a Turkish shipyard,
highlights the growing
International reputation
Macduff Ship Design has as
a provider of professional
technical design services to
shipyards.
